Patent Specification

Important Information

Please note that your Patent Specification is issued on basis of the information that exist
at the Norwegian Industrial Property Office (NIPO) on the day of granting. In most cases,
the grant of a patent will be final. As a matter of course, we need to make you aware of

that opposition to your patent may be submitted.

Opposition:

Any person may file an opposition to a granted patent, ref. Norwegian Patents Act, section
24. A notice of opposition needs to be received at NIPO within nine months from the date
when the patent was granted. If an opposition is sustained, the NIPO will revoke the
patent, ref. Norwegian Patents Act, section 25. A final decision on an opposition can be
appealed to the Norwegian Board of Appeal for Industrial Property Rights. You will need to
file a written appeal to NIPO within two months from the day the decision was issued from
NIPO as per the Norwegian Patents Act, section 26, first paragraph and section 27, first
paragraph.

Duration of validity of the Patent:

A granted patent may be maintained for up to 20 years from the date of filing of the
patent application, ref. Norwegian Patents Act, section 40. In certain cases, for medicinal
and pharmaceutical products, a prolonged term of protection for up to 5 years can be
applied for, ref. Norwegian Patents Act, section 62a.

Payment of annual fees:

In order to maintain a patent or a patent application an annual fee must be paid, ref.
Norwegian Patents Act, section 40. The annual fee falls due on the last day of the calendar
month in which the fee year starts, which means that the annual fee does not follow the
calendar year. The fee cannot be paid more than 6 months prior the due date. The annual
fees for the first two fee years will not fall due until the annual fee for the third fee year
falls due. Upon payment of an additional late fee, the annual fee may be paid within 6
months after the due date, ref. Norwegian Patents Act, section 41.

If the applicant or the patent holder has significant difficulties in paying the annual fee,
NIPO may grant an extension of the time limit, ref. Norwegian Patents Act, section 42.

Termination of the Patent:

If the annual fee is not paid according to the provisions mentioned above the patent shall
lapse with effect from the start of the year for which the fee has not been paid.

A patent may be invalidated by a court decision if it has been given on incorrect grounds,
ref. Norwegian Patents Act, section 52.

Reinstatement of due dates:
If the annual fee is not paid within 6 months after the normal due date, one can, under

certain conditions, apply to reinstate one’s rights despite exceeding the due dates, ref.
Norwegian Patents Act, section
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
