In
addition to demanding re-establishment of the patent/registration, you are also required
to carry out the omitted action for which the original deadline was given (for instance,
payment of renewal fees and additional fees).

For deadlines expiring on and after 1 July 2019, the failure to meet the deadline must
have been unintentional in order for the request for re-establishment to be granted. In
your request for re-establishment, you need to explain why the failure to respond within
the time limit was unintentional. The requirement is stricter for deadlines expiring before 1
July 2019. You need to pay an additional fee before the request is examined.
